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En ungfugl merket under efterarstreekket 29.
september 2001 i Hvanneyri, vestlige Island,
er aflest pd Vatnsoyrar, Vagar 30. oktober
2005. Ved Wexford, i det sydestlige Irland,
blev to ungfugle ud af en familieflok pa otte
fugle maerket 23. marts 2007. Begge fugle blev
aflaest under forarstraekket 16. april 2007 ved
Eidisvatn pa Eysturoy, og senere samme dag i
Saksunardalur pa Streymoy, hvor seks fugle var
sammen. Afstanden mellem disse to lokaliteter
er 7-8 km.

English summary

White-fronted goose is a rare migratory visi-
tor in the Faroes. No white-fronted goose has
been ringed in the Faroes but three foreign
ringed birds have been recovered. One young
bird was ringed during autumn migration on 29
September 2001 in Hvanneyri, western Iceland,
and was controlled in Vatnsoyrar, Vagar on 30
October 2005. Close to Wexford in SE Ireland
two young birds from a flock of eight were
ringed on 23 March 2007. Both were controlled
during spring migration on 16 April 2007 at
Eidisvatn, Eysturoy at 10 AM, and again five
hours later in Saksunardalur, Streymoy along
with five other white-fronted geese. The dis-
tance between the two sites are 7-8 km.
