Forskellige arter og underarter af ryper har
igennem tiden veret udsat pa Faereerne
med jagt for gje. Islandske fjeldryper Lagopus
mutus blev 1 1880 udsat i Torshavn, og samme
sted udsattes i 1890 nogle grenlandske fjeld-
ryper. Skotsk rype Lagopus (1.) scoticus blev
forste gang udsat i 1896 ligeledes i Torshavn
(Salomonsen 1982). 1 1973-74 blev 40 norske
dalryper og 38 skotske ryper udsat. De udsatte
ryper pa Fareerne menes alle at vere for-
svundne (A Reinert, i brev). Ryper er normalt
standfugle.

English summary

Willow grouse has been introduced on sev-
eral occasions with hunting in mind. Icelandic
ptarmigan (Lagopus mutus) was introduced in
1880 in Torshavn and in 1890 ptarmigan was
brought from Greenland. Scottish grouse (L.
L. scoticus) was introduced for the first time in
1896. In 1973-74, 40 Norwegian willow grouse
and 38 Scottish grouse were introduced. All
grouse are assumed extinct from the Faroes.
23 willow grouse have been ringed in the
Faroes, between 1973 and 1974. 22 of the birds
were ringed in Torshavn, and one in Runavik,

Eysturoy. All were ringed in July-August. There
are 3 recoveries, all in the Faroes. The ring of
one willow grouse ringed as an adult on 25 July
1973 Runavik, Eysturoy was found on 17 August
1973 on the ringing site. One bird ringed as a
chick on 26 August 1974 in Torshavn was con-
trolled on 9 June 1976 on the ringing site. The
only recovery away from the ringing site was a
young bird ringed on 26 June 1974 in Torshavn
and found dead on 10 May 1975 in Sandvikar,
near Kaldbaksfjorour, 4 km NNW of the ring-
ing site.
